The Committee will review applications and hold interviews on May 14 or 15 at Brunswick Town Hall. Failure to meet with the Committee will result in automatic denial of your application.

No later than April 1, 2026, grantees are required to submit a brief status report. If the project has been completed, include how and when the grant was spent, approximately how many people participated or were impacted, and how the contribution of the Davis Fund was publicized. If the project has not been completed by April 1, the status report should describe planning and activities to date. Then, by July 15, 2026, those grantees are required to submit a final report.
